9. Recalls paragraph 9 of the report of the Advisory Committaed in this
regard requests the Secretary-General to applyléxéle use of office space in the
Arusha branch project, upon the approval by the €a&in Assembly of flexible
workspace arrangements in the Secretariat;

10. Requests the Secretary-General to entrust the Office oéinal Oversight
Services of the Secretariat with ensuring effectiversight of the implementation
of the construction of the facility and with subting to the General Assembly
information on key findings in the context of itsraual reports;

11. Recalls the mandate that the Mechanism should be a sretiporary
and efficient structure, whose functions and sizé diminish over time, with a
small number of staff commensurate with its redufigtttions;

12. Also recalls paragraph 36 of the report of the Secretary-Gdnexad
encourages the Secretary-General to continue fistefto ensure that the required
courtroom space is completed in a cost-effectivenmea, keeping in mind the
varying judicial requirements of the Mechanism, dadtontinue to report thereon in
the context of the performance reports;

13. Requests the Secretary-General to make further efforts horten the
duration of the construction project, to allocale tresources provided in the most
effective and efficient manner and to submit a pesg report no later than at the
first part of the resumed sixty-eighth sessionhsd General Assembly;

Support Services of the Department of Managementhef Secretariat, to update
Member States regularly on the progress of the ttan8on project;

15. Emphasizes the importance of guidance, interaction and cowaton
between the Secretariat in New York, including tBdfice of Central Support
Services, on the one hand, and the Mechanism, Arishnch, on the other hand,
with clear reporting lines during the implementatiof the project;

16. Sresses the importance of the leadership and guidancehef3ecretary-
General and senior management, as well as of a ¢onant to the construction
project by all parties concerned during the exesruaind completion of the project;

17. Takes note of paragraphs 21 and 22 of the report of the Sacye
General, and in this regard requests the Secrdbayeral to ensure that the
procurement of goods and services for the constroqiroject is carried out in strict
compliance with the existing regulations, rules aptevant provisions of General
Assembly resolutions governing procurement in thetéd Nations;

18. Recalls paragraph 33 of its resolution 62/269 of 20 JuBeg
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19. Also recalls paragraph 12 of the report of the Advisory Comasttand
in this regard requests the Secretary-General tticoe bilateral exchanges with
judicial institutions such as the African Court ¢tuman and Peoples’ Rights to
discuss issues of mutual interest, including expl@rthe possibility of sharing

facilities, particularly a courtroom, in the futuaad to report on the outcome of the
exchanges in the context of the progress reports;
